Child Life Internship Program Information
Internships are offered to currently enrolled Bachelor or Master level students each semester whose academic focus is in child life, child/family development or other related fields.
For legal purposes, you must be enrolled with a school for the duration of your internship placement.

The design of Medical City Children’s Hospital’s child life internship program is based on the competencies for child life specialists endorsed by the Child Life Council, Inc.  This internship seeks to provide students with an opportunity to enhance their education with on-site experiences in a pediatric hospital setting.  
Intern Selection Process
· It is the student’s responsibility to ensure the application is complete and meets the appropriate deadline dates and requirements.
· After the application deadline is passed, all complete applications will be reviewed and screened.  Applicants meeting and/or exceeding minimum entrance requirements may be contacted to schedule a phone interview.  

· Following the phone interview, applicants will be selected to come in for an on-site interview.  Applicants not selected for an on-site interview will receive a written or electronic message.

· Following the on-site interview, offers and declines will be made via telephone and electronic message.

Internship Requirements

The following minimum entrance requirements are required for consideration of application:  

· Enrollment in a university during internship
· Bachelor or Master program student – recommended academic programs include:

· Child life

· Child Development

· Early Childhood Education

A copy of Child Life Council Course Work Review is required to ensure that applicants have the appropriate courses before starting the child life internship in preparation for the child life exam.  Visit www.childlife.org to obtain a Course Work Review Application

· High academic achievement

· GPA of 3.0+ in courses relevant to the child life profession
· Minimum of 100 hours experience in a hospital environment (preferably a Child Life Practicum)

· Ability to commit to child life internship.  Medical City Children’s Hospital offers a 600 hour; 15 week full-time internship.  Work hours vary depending upon the needs of the patients in each unit. 

· Ability to pass a mandatory health screening and background check
Application Process

All materials should be enclosed together in one packet.  Application packets not containing all of the following components will be considered incomplete.  Incomplete applications will not be reviewed.  A complete application must include the following:

· Internship Application Face Sheet

· Child Life Council “Common Child Life Internship Application” (found at www.childlife.org)

· One page resume detailing career objectives and experiences working with children

· Additional written essay (1 page maximum) describing your philosophy of child life including the top three skills you believe a child life specialist should possess and why.

· An official/original, current college transcript indicating cumulative GPA

· Copy of Child Life Coursework Review (found at www.childlife.org)

· Three letters of recommendation 
· One from an academic professor

· Two from practicum/volunteer supervisors, employers or advisors who have directly observed and can assess your work with children, parents and professionals.  

· A practicum experience is not required for the internship applicant, but if one was completed, please includes a copy of your evaluation in your application packet.
· Verification of enrollment in a university during your internship

The Internship Experience
The following requirements must be completed after official acceptance into the Medical City Children’s Hospital child life internship program prior to student’s first day.

· Student may be required to purchase and/or read related books or articles

· Signed contract of agreement for internship participation between the student’s university and Medical City Dallas Hospital

· An advisor’s plan for communicating with Medical City Children’s Hospital during the internship period (observations, correspondence, etc.)

· A copy of the evaluation forms required by the University
· A list of special assignments or project requirements from the University

· Student must obtain certification in CPR 
· Student must pass a background check

· Health Requirements:

· Students must be in good health before beginning child life internship

· A health screening is required of all students prior to their official placement
